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Methods of Cyber Blackmail

Superstition-Based Blackmail
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This type of blackmail exploits individuals’ fear of the unknown
or their belief in supernatural influences. Some fraudsters claim
to possess special powers and convince victims that they are
targeted by non-existent problems or effects, with the goal of
psychologically pressuring them and coercing them into meeting

certain demands.

Mechanism of Blackmail
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/— Common Practices and Their Methods
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‘ Fraud and Deception

Using methods like “fortune-telling” or “personal analysis” to
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collect information about the victim.
» Convincing the person that the perpetrator has special abilities or
knowledge of personal matters.

* Making unrealistic promises of relief or problem resolution.

' Financial Extortion
* Requesting money under the pretext of providing special services or
solutions to alleged problems.
e Claiming that the money will be used for therapeutic purposes or

specific procedures.

* Creating a state of constant worry or overthinkingin the victim.
